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2006 CSLSA-Southwest Regional Championships and JG Champs 
Due to County rules prohibiting the issuance of more than a single one day use 
permit per month at Salt Creek Beach Park, and the inability of the County of 
Orange Lifesaving Association / US Ocean Safety Lifeguards to broker any 
exceptions to that rule- the CSLSA JG and Lifeguard Championship events will 
be separate for the first time in over 6 years. 
 
Friday July 21 will be the CSLSA JG Regional Championship hosted by the 
Santa Barbara Lifeguard Association at Santa Barbara's East Beach. 
As a concession to help fill out the summer's competition calendar the SBLA will 
also host a traditional Lifeguard competition on Saturday July 22 
 
The CSLSA Southwest Regional Championships will be moved to coincide with 
the existing International Surf Festival in the South Bay of LA County. The 
CSLSA Southwestern Regional Championships will be held at the Hermosa Pier 
on August 5. This will allow us to return to a surf oriented and swell affected 
venue for our Regional Championships, and allow for greater sponsorship 
potential. After the Regionals conclude athletes can regroup at the Taplin Relays 
later in the evening on August 5th in Redondo. 
 
COLA and SHP productions will discuss the possibility of hosting a one day 
competition at Salt Creek Beach Park at an open weekend in July either the 
8th/9th or 29th/30th. 
 
2006 USLA National Championships 
August 10, 11, 12 at Huntington State Beach - the three Competition venues will 
be located between Beach Blvd. and Newland Street. 
Huntington State Beach Lifeguard Association will be the host chapter with the 
support of the California State Lifeguard Association and the CSLSA marketing 
expertise of Scott Hubbell Productions. 
Much discussion on logistics and manpower support and an Event Command 
System. Contract language is being refined between the USLA and the HSBLA. 
 
Wieland Shield 2006 
The 19th Wieland Shield Surf Life Saving Competition between California and 
Victoria will be held February 4th at Lorne and 5th at Fairhaven. 
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The 3 women and 7 men from California will be selected based upon 
performances at the 2005 CSLSA Regionals and USLA Nationals. Selection and 
sponsorship marketing efforts are ongoing.
